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��� This note started off as the narrative financial report for August. As I 
wrote I realized that there was quite a bit of important information to 
share, so the article has morphed into an article which is both my 
monthly communication to you as well as the financial report. The 
article about the kickoff of the new Christian Education year (which 
begins Sunday, September 8 – details about which are found in other 
places in this newsletter) will have to wait until another day. 
   As August and the summer rapidly come to a close, I want to recap 
where All Saints’ stands almost eight full months into this financial 
year. Continuing our efforts to provide timely financial information to 
you please note that all the facts and figures stated herein are as of 
August 26th. 

OPERATING  
   Based on your pledges, we anticipated receiving $393,371 in pledge 
contributions for the eight months ending on August 31. With one week 
to go in that eight month period, we are $59,561 short of where we need 
to be, having received $333,810 in pledge contributions. We estimate 
that additional pledge contributions will be received this month; 
however, those receipts no doubt will be insufficient to close the 
revenue gap we are experiencing year-to-date and for the month (we are 
presently approximately $19,200 short of meeting our monthly revenue 
estimate).  
   How have we managed to pay bills while experiencing a $59,561 
shortfall in revenue? Put another way, if mid-year you received a 15% 
decrease in compensation from your job how would you pay your bills?   
   We are, once again, carefully monitoring expenses and, where 
possible, delaying repairs and the funding of programs. Prior to several 
expenses being paid for August, not the least of which are monthly 
employee salaries and benefits, several categories of expense relating to 
the management and use of our facilities and some community outreach 
line items, we have spent $376,650. Fortunately, that is $54,661 under 
our budgeted expenses for this point in the 2013 fiscal year (that’s the 
good news!). This careful management means that as of yesterday we 
had only spent $12,021 more than we have received for the year. This 
shortfall has been met with available cash reserves.

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FROM THE OFFICE

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   Please allow me to express my sincere thanks to the staff, who collectively are doing more than ever with less and 
less. Thanks also to our recently retired treasurer Albert White and recently retired assistant treasurer Mary Lou Parks, 
who for years have done extraordinary work, as well as the finance and executive committees and vestry who continue 
to carefully monitor expenses and projections. I look forward to working with Mike Fitzpatrick and Kay Trapp, our new 
treasurer and assistant treasurer, respectively, as we move forward toward the end of this fiscal year and beyond. 
   Let me share some examples of our delaying the spending of money and of us trying to better manage expenses. Many 
of you have been frustrated as you have attempted, without success, to gain entry into the building by using the keypad 
located on the Madison Street door of our property. The keypad is broken (the digital memory chip is “fried” because of 
extended direct exposure to the sun). We sought an estimate of repair costs. When the estimate to replace was close to 
$1,400, we chose not to spend money we hadn’t budgeted and didn’t have.  
   Another example: you may have noticed a slight increase in the relative coolness of the buildings this summer. We 
intentionally decided to be better stewards of our use of electrical power. Stanford took the lead in this effort by 
contacting TVA who performed an energy audit (at no cost to us) of our buildings. He and the wardens have been 
studying the report and have already made changes in the way we use our buildings. One such effort is our intentional 
decision to alter the programming of the start times of our HVAC units on Sunday (so as to lower our peak usage and 
thus save dollars in electrical billings) and to raise the settings on thermostats in our buildings by a couple of degrees. 
We anticipate these actions will translate into energy savings and lower electric billings. Thank you Stanford, Joellen 
and Stephen for your efforts in this area. A final note re electrical usage – please turn off the lights when you finish your 
work in our building! 
   How then can you help close the revenue gap? I can think of three ways. First, and most importantly, I invite you to 
enter an intentional time of prayer during which you thank God for the many blessings God has given you, to ask for 
God’s help in recognizing the abundance that surrounds you and us on every side and to ask how best to joyfully live 
life fully and more abundantly. Living life under the umbrella of scarcity is not part of God’s plan and can only increase 
anxiety and frustration. 
   Second, I invite you to carefully review your giving history to All Saints’ (if you need current or past information 
please contact Michele and she will gladly make available whatever information you need). During your review ask 
yourself some questions: Does my giving history reflect my thanks to God for all God has given me? Am I current in 
my giving to the church? Have I timely and consistently fulfilled my financial promises to All Saints’? If you’re behind 
in your pledge, how can I bring it current and keep it current in the coming months? 
   Finally, resolve to be informed about your parish and its ministries. Having a better understanding of All Saints’ and 
the work God has given us to do helps connect, in a concrete way, our financial gifts to the church, resources which are 
ours because of God’s grace so freely given to us, with the work done day in and day out in our small corner of God’s 
kingdom. It is that work of reconciliation, transformation and empowerment which brings us, individually and 
collectively, ever closer to God.  

CAPITAL CAMPAIGN 
   After two back to back months in which budget expectations were exceeded, August has proven to be a return to 
previous patterns of capital campaign giving. Through August 26, we have received approximately $5,300 in 
contributions toward capital campaign pledges. The most recent data I have indicates a total of $158,000 in campaign 
commitments should have already been paid but have not. If those commitments were fulfilled we would not be in the 
low capital campaign cash reserve position we are. Simply stated, I need you to bring your capital campaign pledge 
current. 
   Your vestry and other parish leaders have met this situation head on. A couple of months ago, the Stewardship 
Committee began conversations among its committee members and then with our lender about the possibility of 
modifying the terms of our building note. Those conversations have now led to our lender offering revised terms re our 
building note. The vestry approved this offer at its August vestry meeting. The modifications will favorably impact our 
capital campaign cash flow. Details about the modification will be available once the loan documents have been signed 
and delivered.  
   Secondly, we are carefully and deliberately exploring all possibilities to prevent being caught short of cash to pay our 
monthly note and to eventually retire the principal indebtedness. These include, but are not limited to, exploring short-
term borrowing options, either internal or external, to ensure cash is available when needed and to launch new 
stewardship efforts and approaches, with or without professional campaign assistance. 
   Throughout all of this we will continue to provide you with information and data. As always, I welcome your 
questions and comments. Most of all, I thank you for your continued generosity and commitment to All Saints’ and its 
work.
